That's all for today. (or, That is all for today.)
Good-bye, everyone. ( or, See you tomorrow, again.)

Note: sir : used as a polite way of addressing to a man to show respect:
Report to me tomorrow, John. Yes, sir!

( female teacher)
Students: Good morning, Miss Yamada.

Miss Yamada: How are you today, Mr. Kato?
Ken( initial of Mr. Kato) : Fine, than you. And you, Ma’am ?

Miss Yamada: I'm fine too.( or, too ) Thank you.

In the afternoon:

Mr. Nakamura: Good afternoon, young ladies and gentlemen.
Students: Good afternoon, Mr. Nakamura. How are you today, sir?

Mr. Nakamura: Fine, thank you. ( or, I’'m fine, thanks.)

Note: During the day-time, sometime “ Good day.” may be used, but
not common.

Ma’am or Madam: a polite way to address to a woman.

In the evening:

Mr. Nakamura : Good evening, Miss Ito. How are you this evening?

Aki (Akiko, initial of Miss I1to) : Good evening, Mr. Nakamura.
I’'m fine, than you, sir.

In the night:( Good night is used only in late evening, i.e. night, meaning good bye )
Aki : Good night, Miss Yamada.

Miss Yamada: Good night, Aki.
See you tomorrow again at our class.

Aki: Good-bye, Ma’am. (or, simply, Bye-bye)
Note: Hello!! Hullo! Hi ! are all simple and friendly greetings,

often used between intimate friends.
Hello John, how are you?
