１．主語（名詞、固有名詞）と動詞の順序が逆である。

例えば、Be 動詞の場合：

I am a boy.
You are a girl.

This is a book.（These are books)
That is a pencil.

One and one is two. or, One plus one is two.(1+1=2)  
Eight from ten is two. ( Ten minus eight is two.) (10-8=2)

Who are you?
I am a school boy. I am a school girl.
I am a teacher.                                
I am small. You are tall. 
This flower is pretty. That tree is very old.

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２．英語と日本語は基本的な違いが多いので、英語を日本語に訳すとか、反対に英語を日本語
に訳して覚えるとかは、しないで頭（脳）の中に、日本語の他に英語の作業フォルダーを作
ってその中で英語を 覚えたり,又引き出したりする習慣をつけましょう。
この習慣が出来ると夢の中でも英語を話したりして、寝言も英語になる！？
（これは私自身に当てはまる本当の話です）

尚、大切な事を付け加えれば、辞書は初めから英英辞典を使って下さい。
そして、 辞書をよく読む習慣をつけましょう。英語では辞書をひく事を
consult dictionary (辞書と相談）と言います。私見ですが、英国のOxford の
wordpower がお勧めで、CDも付いて、価格は３，２００．円です。このＣＤをパソコンに
一度インストールすれは何時でもパソコン上で辞書が利用出来て大変便利です。

３．一項で説明したように、日本語と英語は言葉の順序が逆になっています。この為、
追加の文章を関係代名詞を使ってどんどん繋げ（つなげ） て長い文章が作れます。
下の文章を日本語では、一つの文章（one sentence)では到底表現出来ません。

４．日本語は疑問文も同じ文章ですが（唯, か が追加され最後にイントネーションが上がります）英語の文章では、
主語（I, とかWeとか）と動詞の順序が逆になり、更に？（question mark)が追加されます。例えば、

Is she a school girl? Are you a teacher?
Is this a book? Are these your pencils?

５．発音（Pronunciation)

で注意する事は、日本語の発音と違って、英語の発音は何時も子音(consonant)の後に
母音(vowel) が来る事は少い事と、日本語にない発音、がある事で特に：

の歯で下唇を噛んでフ、veryのvは同様に下唇を噛んでブと発音します。これら等が日本語に無い発音の代表です。

６．速読と精読

尚、皆さんは会話の他、易しい英語の読み物（物語り、等）を出来るだけ沢山読む速読の練習もしましょう。速読とは、
多少分からない単語等があっても、読み続けて全体の内容を把握すれば良いのです。これに反して、精読とは
文章を完全に理解する読み方で、文法などにも理解して読む方法です。速読と精読を両方使い分けてください。
